Reconstituted 1 October 1993 in the Army Reserve as the 348th Regiment and
organized to consist of the 1st, 2d, and 3d Battalions, elements of the 87th Division (Exercise)

Reorganized 13 January 1995 to cdnsist of the 2d and 3d Battalions, elements of the
87th Division (Exercise) ‘

Reorganized 17 October 1999 to consist of the 2d and 3d Battalions, elements of the
87th Division (Training Support) :
