redesignated ? July 1952 as the Army Reserve)

Reorganized and redesignated 1 October 1959 as the 354th Regiment, an element of
the 89th Division (Training), with Headquarters at Denver, Colorado

Reorganized 31 January 1968 to consist of the 1st, 2d, and 3d Battalions, elements of
the 89th Division (Training)
